He currently serves as Dean of the Downtown Campus and School of Business, Child Development, Culinary, Fashion, and 
Horticulture at City College of San Francisco (CCSF). Three years after establishing the Center for Entrepreneurship &

Entrepreneurship. Before joining CCSF in 2013, he served as Campus Dean at College of the Redwoods and received the Leading with Excellence 
Award in 2009 by the Mendocino Coast Chamber of Commerce.

Year in 2017. Previously, he served as Board Chair of the Mendocino Coast Chamber of Commerce & Visitor Center and as Board President of the 
Mendocino Coast Botanical Gardens.
