The College was luckily awarded a fire mitigation permit to commence timber
operations. Timber operations will assist in fuel reduction and creating a defensible
space (see attached map for Timber operations location). Please note: Timber
Operations will occur May 18" - June 16" and during this time, the Bear Trail will be
inaccessible. The College has been recognized as an example of how these services will
not only help protect our campus but the surrounding community and as a result, we
will be a stop for a legislative tour on May 19. Thank you Director Rivera and your team
for these lifesaving efforts!

Use Equipment Properly to
Keep from Sparking a Wildfire

€ Mow before 10 a.m., and never on
a hot or windy day. String trimmers
are a safer option (vs. lawnmowers)
for clearing vegetation.
