Analysis and Conclusions

[This is the section where any graphs of the data (analysis), critiques of the method (analysis), reports of problems in the lab (analysis) and summary statements are presented. The Analysis and Conclusions section will be different from lab to lab due to the different nature of the kind of data collected and the reasons for collecting it. This is the section where questions that I posed on the original lab sheet are answered. Do not, however, use numbers or re-type the questions. You should answer in such a way that the question is embedded in your answer. Thus, this section will be more of a discussion than a list of questions and answers. You may be creative in this part of the lab work. Up until this part, you are just doing something that you were asked to do, now the question is “so what?” You might find interesting ways to answer that (not counting, “so nothing!”)]
