Course Description and Objectives

“A systems approach to the study of the human body from the microscopic level of organization to the gross level. Structure is related to function with histology, dissection, models, cadavers, and charts. While this course is intended to fulfill requirements for nursing, physical education, and allied health students, it may also be taken as a life science elective.” (From the COS catalogue.) 

Upon successful completion of the course, the student should be able to:


1.  Know the functional human anatomy of each body system.

2.  Analyze, correlate, and descriptively apply basic anatomical terms.

3.  Read and use basic medical terminology.

4.  Integrate anatomical structure with design and function.

5.  Explain how medical abnormalities deviate from normal anatomy.

6.  Critically evaluate the anatomy of each body system.

7.  Identify organs and systems on the human cadaver.



This schedule is subject to change.  Please "read", perhaps the better term is “browse” the appropriate chapters prior to class.  You are not expected to read a chapter comprehensively on your first exposure.  At a minimum read the summary at the end of the chapter.  You do not have to understand it - just get that first exposure to the terminology under your belt.  As a general rule, the first few days of a section will be relatively lecture-intensive.  As we approach each midterm you will have more time in lab.  Note that this is reflected in the schedule.

I highly recommend you use a three ring binder.  You will be receiving a lot of handouts from me and doing lots of homework this semester and a binder is the best way to keep them all in one place and bring them to class.

Evaluation

Midterms

The midterms will occur every four weeks and will incorporate material from both lecture and laboratory.  They will take the form of a laboratory practical.  You will move freely through a series of stations in the classroom.  At each station you will be asked to identify anatomical characteristics (models, charts, cadaver, or slides) and/or answer some questions.  There will also be short answer, multiple choice, matching, fill in the blanks or histology slide show.  Everything for which you are responsible on each test will be detailed on a Study Guide, which will be distributed for each section.

Quizzes

There will be fifteen ‘counted’ quizzes, each worth 10 points, for a total of 150 points.  ‘Counted’ because there will be several more than fifteen total quizzes.  These will not be scheduled.  They can be given at any time.  They can cover lecture or lab material.

Comprehensive Final

There will be a 150 point comprehensive final.  It will cover the entire semester and will include laboratory components.  In addition to this comprehensive final counting as a separate score, you may use it to replace your low exam score.

Homework

There will be frequent homework assignments.  They will generally be assigned from the “Possible Short Answer Questions” in the Study Guide.  They will be totaled and prorated to 25 points for each section.

Grade Scale

Grades will be assigned as follows:  90%= A, 80%=B, 70%=C, 60%=D.  There are no pluses or minuses. 

There is no extra credit.

Cheating will not be tolerated and will result in an 'F' in the course.  Cheating is defined as not doing your own work: copying on tests, lab worksheets, and homework.

Disruptive behavior will not be tolerated. Disruptive students will receive one warning before being removed from the class.

Attendance And Withdrawal Policies

You are expected to attend all class meetings.  I will keep track of attendance. If you have not attended regularly as of the census date, you will be dropped with no refund of tuition and fees. After the census date, you should not plan on an instructor withdrawal. If you decide to drop the course it is your responsibility to officially withdraw. Do not fail to officially withdraw yourself if you stop attending class.  If your name shows up on the final roster you will receive a grade.

There will be no makeup tests.  This class is so intense that once you fall behind it is virtually impossible to catch up. Remember that you can use the final to replace a missed test.

If you miss class time it is your responsibility to obtain any material you have missed.

Generally I will be leaving it to you to structure your own lab time.  However, there will be times when I ask you to be in class at a certain time.  You may assume that if I make such a request it is with good reason, so make it a point to be there at that time.

In addition, there will be hours during the weekend when the lab will be open.  Especially the weekend immediately preceding an Exam, we’ll guarantee that there will be open lab hours on both Sat and Sun.  

Turn your cell phones OFF for lecture.  This includes having them on for texting.  If it appears you are texting or reading a text message I’ll ask you for the phone to pick up after class, so don’t!  If you absolutely need to have it on, let me know why.  Also, place it in position such that you can answer it after the first ring (or buzz….).

Study Hints & Miscellaneous

Here are some suggestions to help you succeed in this course.

Dave Clarke has a website with “Anatomy” on it.  Navigate to it from the COS homepage and find links to many internet sites that can help you out.  In addition, there are also the Powerpoint histology presentations that we’ll be using in class.

Read ahead.  It is difficult to understand things the first time one is exposed to them.  If the first time you are exposed to something is in lecture, chances are you won't get much out of it (except discouraged).  So read ahead.  Even if you don't understand it while reading, when I start talking about it some of it will look a little familiar and that will make it a little easier to absorb.

When you study, write things down.  For example, if you need to learn a list, instead of reading it out loud and repeating it to yourself, write it down again and again.  You will remember it much better.  It will also help with spelling.

Rewrite the lecture notes.  It takes a while, but the investment in time is well worth it.  

Don't fall behind!  I know you've heard it before but this is not one of those classes that you can effectively cram for the night before unless you've laid at least some groundwork.  Create study groups that meet regularly, not just before exams.
