and the vote or abstention of each individual member present.

The following actions require a two-thirds (five members) majority of all members of the Board:

Resolution of intention to sell or lease real property (except where a unanimous vote is required);
Resolution of intention to dedicate or convey an easement;

Resolution authorizing and directing the execution and delivery of a deed;

Action to declare the District exempt from the approval requirements of a planning commission or
other local land use body;

Appropriation of funds from an undistributed reserve;

Resolution to condemn real property;

Action to appoint an interim President;

Resolution to pursue the authorization and issuance of bonds pursuant to paragraph (3) of
subdivision (b) of Section 1 of Article XIIIA of the California Constitution and subdivision (b) of
Section 18 of Article XVI of the California Constitution.

The following actions require a unanimous vote of all members of the Board:

Resolution authorizing a sale or lease of District real property to the state, any county, city, or to
any other school or community college district;
