Flyer is forthcoming (we're just waiting for
SCPH to send us the new reservation link).

-Can the weekly email updates include current credit and non-credit FTES: Yes! The
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current enrollment report can be accessed here. Fall 2021: Credit FTES = 445.99
Noncredit FTES=12.5775. Thank you to the IR Team for posting the reports. We're
working on having the reports posted consistently every week.

-Build a Rec center that is open from 6am-10pm Basketball, indoor track, weight room,
and yoga studio: Thank you for the recommendation! The Facilities Master Plan
mentions upgrades to both the Gym and the Field House as well as expansion of
Athletics. We will keep people posted on any progress made.

-Create a better cafeteria environment and times. We eat leftovers on the weekends:
There's a plan in place that will allow for the needed staffing in Food Services. We hope,
with more staff, that we can address this recommendation.

-Require student vaccination on-campus. Hold classes in-person: We currently have a
COVID requirement which, once Board approved, will require students to either submit
proof of vaccination or weekly COVID test results. Academic Affairs is working on the
Spring schedule and, depending on how COVID variants progress in the next months, we
hope to start expanding in-person class offerings.
